In order to speed up the processing of your return, please have the following information for your tax appointment:

· A copy of your 2008 tax returns filed
· Date of birth & copy of Soc Security Card (if possible) for each family member, for e-file

· Tax documents you received:

· Form(s) W-2 (wages, etc.)

· Form(s) 1099 (interest, dividends, subcontract labor, etc.)

· Schedule(s) K-1 (income/loss from partnerships, S corporations, etc.)

· Form(s) 1098 (mortgage interest)

· Brokerage statements from stock, bond or other investment transactions 

· Property Tax statements, and Taxable Value for 2009 (if a Michigan homeowner)

· Closing statements for real estate transactions (if you bought, sold or refinanced in 2009)

· List of charitable giving by source, including description and  $$value of donated items

· Amounts paid for secondary education tuition & fees, and interest on student loans

· Child Care and preschool expenses, if both spouses have earned income

· If renting, landlord’s name/address, time periods and amounts paid

· Bank info for Direct Deposit of any refunds, if you choose this option

· Any new energy efficient improvements, insulation, windows, doors, solar panels, solar water heater etc for your home
